This paper presents new methodological approaches applied to Cencelle
archaeological context (Tarquinia, VT), an early medieval papal foundation town
with continuity of life until the seventeenth century, when it was abandoned. Due
to this, the site represents a privileged observatory for experimental research in
different investigation fields: archaeoparasitology; ancient essential oils (OE)
chemical analysis; mortar samples and metal artefacts archaeometric study; new
3D archaeological documentation procedures to support field activities.

Introduction

Archaeological research! on Cencelle site (Tarquinia, VT) begun in
1994: founded by Pope Leo IV in the middle of the 9t century, the town
experienced a life continuity at least until the 17 century albeit with
different administrative systems, first as an urban center, then as an
agricultural estate and finally subject to a progressive abandon closely
